DRIVING DIRECTIONS from  DTW 
Exit airport toward I-94.  Take I-94 
West toward Chicago, exit on right 
(14.6 mi).  Get off on the HURON ST 
exit 183, toward Ypsilanti (.3 mi).  Stay 
straight onto US-12 BR W / S.  MILTON 
ST. Follow slight left to US-12 BR W (.3 
mi).  US-12 BR W becomes S HURON 
ST (.2 mi).  At 2nd light, turn RIGHT on 
James L Hart Parkway (.2 mi).  EFI is 
the last building on the right (.4 mi)
